The purpose of this competition is to find the best decorated property in Ramsgate, produce an improved Christmas festive atmosphere to Ramsgate Town by increasing the number of properties with Christmas light decorations, and to support the Mayor of Ramsgate's local charities by paying a small competition fee of £5.

This competition is open to any residential property (not business properties) of any size in the boundary of Ramsgate with a post code of either CT11 or CT12, where the occupants would like to decorate the front of the property with Christmas lights.

The competition will be judged in two stages; the first stage will be judged in the Ramsgate Town Council seven wards (Central Harbour, Eastcliff, Nethercourt, Newington, Northwood, Pegwell and Sir Moses Monterfiore) producing a ward winner. The winners will then go forward to find the best Ramsgate decorated property in the 2nd stage.

There will be a presentation evening where all ward winners will win a £100 prize, the best decorated property in Ramsgate will be announced, and the winner will receive a £200 prize.

· Competition application forms must be received  by the Thursday 10th December 2015. 

· 1st stage judging will start on Friday 11th December to the last day on Monday 14th December. (In the event of an unprecedented number of properties entered into the competition 1st staged judging may continue until Tuesday 15th December).
· 2nd stage judging of the ward winners will start on Wednesday 16th December until Friday 18th December.

· The Presentation Evening is on Monday 21st December 7pm for 7.30pm at the Racing Greyhound Pub, in the function room.  This is where all ward winners and the Best Christmas Decorated  Property  in Ramsgate will receive their prizes.
Rules
1. The competition is open to only Ramsgate residential properties with a post code of CT11 or CT12 and not business properties.
2. Competition application forms with a competition fee of £5 must be received by Thursday 10th December 2015 at the following address:

Applications received after Thursday 10th December will have their forms returned.  Cheques made payable to 'Mayor's Charity Fund'.

3. Properties must have their lights switched on from dusk each day complying with the judging above dates for the 1st and 2nd stages, failure to do so may mean that they will miss being judged.  The property number must be clearly seen in the dark so not to be missed.

4. Application forms are available from the Ramsgate Town Council website www.ramsgatetown.org   Also, on the town website you can find out which ward you live in; just go on the above website and under 'Town Council' and then 'What ward am I in'.  You can then use the ward maps to find your ward.   

5. Competitors must ensure that their property is in the correct ward to avoid disqualification. 

6. Ward winners will be notified by phone before the 2nd stage judging starts.

7. 1st stage judging will be carried out by people from Ramsgate organisations.  2nd stage judging will be carried by the Mayor of Ramsgate,  a representative from Vattenfall and representatives from the two nominated charities (6th Ramsgate Sea Scouts and The Hornets Boxing Club).  Judges decision is final in both 1st and 2nd stages.

8. The winner of this years competition cannot enter next years competition.

9. The winner will receive a prize of £200 and a trophy, the remaining ward winners will receive each £100.

10. Photographs will be taken for the ward winners and the best decorated property in Ramsgate, these will be owned and used by the Mayor’s Charity for future publications and publicity.
