1. At all times to keep the allotment garden clean, tidy and in a good state of
cultivation. Areas not being cultivated must be cut and maintained to prevent
seeds blowing onto other plots. We do not promote the practice of Permaculture as
we promote a seed and weed free practice as stated in allotments legislation. All
areas of a plot are to be cultivated or maintained within 2 months between



March and September, and 3 months between October and February, of renting
and thereatfter.
